Control Laws of Massachusetts.

This bill has been in the making for several years 
and will have a great impact as it: 1) requires 
training of Animal Control Officers; 2) provides 
funds for low-cost spay/neuter programs and 
support of animal officer training as needed; 3) 
improves dangerous dog laws and prohibits breed 
specific legislation; 4) favorably updates kennel 
definitions; and, 5) places animal control matters 
consistently with the Department of Agriculture.

Finally, an author who isn’t afraid to utter the word 
“dominance” and put it in its absolutely correct 
context: That the misinterpretation of dominance by 
force has no role among wolves or domesticated dogs 
and certainly not in the dog-human relationship. At 
the same time, author Barbara Handelman accurately 
points out that the behaviors of domesticated dogs are 
still rooted in the behaviors of their ancestors, wolves, 
and that the terms “alpha,” “hierarchies,” “packs,” 
“status,” and related ones are valid and legitimate 
when used in their proper context.
