Directions to Shadyridge Kennels
532 Groton Road, Dunstable Massachusetts.

From Rt3/Everett Turnpike -North or South to exit 35 for
Tyngsboro/Dunstable, Rt113 into Dunstable Center, at flagpole bear left,
continue a half mile, Turn left onto Groton Road, follow about 2 miles to
Shadyridge on left .

From 495 North to Rt119 west into Groton, beyond the Post Office in the
center of town, turn right onto Hollis Street, continue 3-4 miles, after
crossing Groton-Dunstable line look for Shadyridge sign on right.
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
